International Foundation Programmes 2011/2012 

Tuition Fee: £12,450 

 

50% Scholarships - you pay £6,225 

This limited number of scholarship is available to Hong Kong students who: 

� are aged 17 or above and 

� have completed 5 HKCEEs at Grade A – D OR have completed Senior Secondary Form 5 with a 
GPA of 70%, with minimum 65% in relevant subjects of the programme chosen and  

� have obtained an IELTS 6.0 with minimum 5.0 in Reading & Writing and 4.5 in Listening  or 
equivalent qualification. 

 

45% Scholarships - you pay £6,872 

Available to Hong Kong students who: 

� are aged 17 or above and 

� have completed 5 HKCEEs at Grade A – D OR have completed Senior Secondary Form 5 with a 
GPA of 65%, with minimum 60% in relevant subjects of the programme chosen and  

� have obtained an IELTS 5.5 with minimum 5.0 in Reading & Writing and 4.5 in Listening  or 
equivalent qualification.  

 

40% Scholarships - you pay £7,470 

Available to Hong Kong students who: 

� are aged 17 or above and 

� have completed 5 HKCEEs at Grade A – E OR have completed Senior Secondary Form 5 with a 
GPA of 60%, with minimum 60% in relevant subjects of the programme chosen and  

� have obtained an IELTS 5.0 or IELTS 5.5 (depending on subject chosen), with minimum 5.0 in 
Reading & Writing and 4.5 in Listening  or equivalent qualification
